FIP is a serious fatal viral disease that can 

affect many systems of the body.  It begins 

as the feline corona virus (FCoV).  No one 

knows why the common benign form of the 

corona virus (FECV) mutates into FIP.  

Some think it is because the immune system 

is in overdrive. Multiple stresses such as    

rehoming, multiple vaccines, vaccines given 

at the time of spay or neuter, flea treatment, 

or worming done at the same time can cause 

the immune system to become overwhelmed 

allowing the mutation.  Some think that    

genetics play a role.  Ninety-five percent of 

all cats in a multi-cat or cattery household 

are or have been infected with FcoV.  It is 

estimated that 10% of all cats exposed to the 

corona virus will die from FIP. 

 

Titer Testing  
for a positive diagnosis of FIP 
“Serology: The measurement of anti-FCoV anti-

body titres is the most misinterpreted test in  feline 

medicine. A serum antibody test for what was 

thought to be exclusively FIPV was first devel-

oped in 1976 to assist FIP diagnosis.  The antibody 

test used monolayers of infected liver cells from 

kittens with FIP and so the assumption that only 

FIPV antibody titres were being measured was 

reasonable. Shortly after, many healthy cats were 

found with high antibody  titres to 'FIPV' and the 

validity of the test was questioned This was first 

thought to be the result of previous exposure and 

recovery from FIPV but it was soon realized that 

all FCoV were antigenically similar and could not 

be  differentiated by serology. These tests were in 

fact detecting antibody titres to ANY feline     

coronavirus. The advent of the 7B FIP antibody 

test was similarly based on an incorrect premise 

and has/should be withdrawn worldwide.”

Hygiene  

A biopsy is the only way to substantiate a case 

of FIP with certainty. 

 Use 1/ 32 bleach dilution for disinfecting 

 Disinfect food and water dishes daily and 

keep them away from the litter box 

 Disinfect litter boxes and litter scoops 2-3 

times a week and scoop solid waste as soon 

as possible after BM 

 Provide litter box for each cat in home 

 Disinfect floors where possible weekly 

 Disinfect hands after touching other ani-

mals. Also please note, corona virus can be 

carried on clothes and shoes.
